Rahul Gandhi, along with his mother Sonia Gandhi and his sister Priyanka Gandhi 

Vadra are said to be the decision-makers in INC, even though is nominally the Shri 

Mallikarjun Kharge is President of INC since October 19, 2022.  

Solillada Saradara (means a “Leader without Defeat”) Mallikarjun Kharge (b. July 21, 

1942) joined the Congress Party and was first appointed as President of Gulbarga City 

Congress in 1969. He won the election to Karnataka State Legislative Assembly nine 

times from 1972 to 2008. He has been a Parliamentarian since 2009 and has served as 

Union Minister, Leader of the Congress Party in the Lok Sabha and the Leader of the 

Opposition, Rajya Sabha. He was elected as the President of the All India Congress 

Committee on October 19, 2022. 

He is a strong believer in Buddhist philosophy and has been the guiding force to building 

the Buddha Vihara in Kalaburgi, Karnataka. It is one of the largest viharas in South Asia 

and is now a major pilgrimage centre for people from across the country. 

A lawyer by education and an avid reader, he takes a keen interest in reading about 

matters of constitutional law, current affairs and history.
